Arlington, VA – Andrew Pettit of Coronado, Calif., has been selected to receive the 2017 Public Service Scholarship Award. Pettit was selected from among 13 applicants to receive $5,000 in tuition assistance as he enters the University of California-Santa Barbara for the fall semester. The Foundation’s Public Service Scholarship is funded by the Earl W. Kintner Memorial Fund. Earl W. Kintner was a distinguished member of the Federal Bar Association and two-time national president. His professional and civic leadership and dedication serve as a model to any aspiring academic.
As a four-year member and president of the Interact Club, the largest service organization in Coronado High School, Pettit led the way to a 1,200 percent increase in membership and the completion of more than 25 projects and 2,000 student volunteer hours in the 2016-17 school year. His athletic achievements include lettering in water polo and swimming as well as participating in the San Diego Rowing Club.
Pettit was a member of the National Honor Society, a student Rotarian, and received faculty commendations in Spanish and English. He was a photographer for his high school newspaper, Islander Times, and participated in many other special interest clubs. Pettit was selected to attend the Stanford Pre-Collegiate Summer Institutes Business and Entrepreneurship Court and completed internships with Bank of Internet and Zildjian Cymbals. Travels in China inspired him to pursue international business and study Mandarin through a language-intensive immersion program in the Yunnan Province.
Outside of his academic studies, Pettit served as a YMCA Camp Surf counselor and as an Awana Ministries Youth Bible Study leader for fifth and sixth graders. Since December 2016, he has managed his own landscape photography business, donating profits to environmental causes--a passion sparked by a family trip to Alaska.

The University of California Santa Barbara is one of the top research universities in the nation, and through its world-class facilities, I hope to participate in groundbreaking research on global warming to find possible solutions to reverse the trend.”
