A fast and affordable way to navigate 
the city, MARTA is the ninth-largest 
transit system in the U.S., providing 
approximately 430,000 passenger trips a day in Atlanta.  
Purchase a reloadable Breeze Card ($2) and add the desired fare 
amount ($2.50 per single ride). Breeze tickets also are available for 
a $1 surcharge plus the $2.50 fare for a single ride. Breeze Cards 
and tickets can be purchased at Breeze vending machines located 
in rail stations or MARTA Ride Stores. You can also order the 
MARTA Visitor Pass in advance.”Want to learn more?

Atlanta Streetcar
The Atlanta Streetcar is the city’s newest form of  
transportation. They operate on rail and offer a safe, convenient 
means of connecting some of Atlanta’s most popular sites. They 
make 12 stops along a 2.7-mile loop. Single trip fare is $1; multiple 
trip passes are available.
